QUESTION:  What is the true bearing of the sun and 

the current compass deviation at the same heading?   

You can use any method of sight reduction you choose.  

Hint:  For any method you need Lat., Dec. and you must 

calculate LHA of the sun.

spearheads effort to 

reinstate the Derelict Vessel 

Program for San Juan 

County

t all began at our October general meeting.  

Guest speaker, Terry Whalen, of A-1 Marine, a 

local boat salvage and towing company, spoke to 

us about the demise of the San Juan County Derelict 

Vessel Program (DVP).  This news with its negative 

impact on boating safety and the environment fired 

up squadron members to take a lead role in getting 

the program back on track.  While our squadron has 

been involved in civic projects in the past, this is 

larger than anything we have ever done before.  Our 

XO Marc Forlenza, AP, took the lead to solve a 

major community problem. 

 

To summarize, DVP ceased operations in December 

2008 due to lack of county funds.  The cost of 

towing, crushing and disposing of a 25 ft. boat is 

approximately $2,500.  The cost of salvaging a 25 ft. 

boat that has sunk is a minimum of $25,000. 

Removal of the last sunken boat ran $97,000.  There 

are currently 19 abandoned vessels close to derelict 

status in San Juan County needing attention, with five 

of those vessels in immediate need of towing to 

disposal sites.  The amount needed to spur the 

County to consider reinstating the program was 

estimated at $5,000.  We were advised that if 

approved, the County would match the funds 1:1 and 

then those funds matched 10:1 by the state through 

the DNR.  The state funds cannot be released until SJ 

County has dedicated personnel to manage the 

program locally. We were delighted that the county 

Council has matched the funds and has included the 

DVP in its 2011 budget. Thanks to XO Marc 

Forlenza’s efforts, the squadron’s $1,000 donation 

sparked a display of community spirit with monetary 

donations from several private and 501(c)3 

organizations reaching over $5,000, enough to restart 

the program in 2011 and continue it into 2012.  

 

Friday Harbor Power Squadron is proud to have 

answered the call to take on the leadership and 

execution of this vital community project.  We are 

grateful for the local citizens and businesses who 

have joined us to revitalize efforts to keep these 

waters safer and contaminant free.■

There is still time to achieve individual Honor Roll status and joint in on the celebration at 
Spring Conference! 
 
We have made a simple list of possible items within an area near your squadron.  The area 
can be considered an AOI (area of interest).  These suggestions could prove to be reportable 
Co-op Charting events or, once checked out, might just become an inspection report.  Either 
way there are points involved. Some of the suggestions may include changes to the Coast 
Pilot or items that don’t require an on-the-water event.  We have also included a list of Small 
Craft Facilities and the dates of their last report as well as the list of Range Line Surveys that 
can be done. 
 
These areas are merely suggestions.  The overall goal is to generate interest and desire to put 
you, your squadron, and your district on the National Cooperative Charting Honor Roll for the 
year ending 3-31-11.   
 
By the time you read this, D16 will already be on the Honor Roll!  By mid November we had 
accumulated more than 300 points over the minimum points required.  And with 11 squadrons 
having filed reports we needed only one more squadron to reach 75% squadron participation.
