126 inspections in the course of the year. All Vessel Examiners are regis-
tered on the “I Want a VSC” website. 
 
4. EDUCATION:  Teach a minimum of 6 advanced and/or elective 
courses plus a minimum of 2 USPS seminars. 
 Status: The education group, under the direction of SEO Rick Edel, JN 
completed a wide range of classes throughout the year. At least seven 
ABC classes were held. In addition, Seamanship, Piloting, Advanced Pi-
loting, and Navigation classes were taught. In November, Operations 
Training for officers was conducted and Instructor Development was 
completed this winter. 
 
5. SOCIAL: Hold a minimum of six rendezvous.  
STATUS:  Lt/C Don Parker, AP and the Rendezvous committee have 
continued to plan and implement some great rendezvous. From the great 
Fish Fry in Port Orchard, the cold weather in Brownsville, the gambling 
night in Tacoma, to the Chili Contest in Des Moines we had some terrific 
rendezvous’ and wonderful times getting to know fellow squadron mem-
bers. 
 
6. MEMBERSHIP: Maintain current membership in alignment with Dis-
trict 16 goals. a) Develop a marketing effort to promote Poverty Bay Sail 
and Power Squadron. b) Coordinate marketing efforts with District 16 
approach.  
STATUS:  P/C Terry Scott continued to work hard on the marketing ef-
fort. Working with others in the squadron, they developed an educational 
flyer to advertise our classes. A special thanks to Ferd Nist, for help-
ing us get it printed.

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Advanced Piloting is continuing with three students (graduates from last 
year’s Piloting course) and is approaching the half-way point. As shown 
in the table below, we expect a completion in early May.  
 
Sail is also ongoing and at the midpoint. We had a great turnout with ten 
students from Poverty Bay Sail and Power Squadron – validating the S in 
our new Squadron name. We also have two enrolled students from the 
Three Tree Point Yacht Club who are not members of our Squadron.  
Lowell Anderson, AP, former SEO and an active sailor is the instructor. 
With his extensive experience and several sailor-members of the class, 
we’re getting a first-hand exposure to the world of wind-powered boat-
ing. 
 
Our ABC classes are also doing well: we’ve had 2 classes so far and have 
another on 27 March . All have been filled with enthusiastic and moti-
vated boaters and boater wannabees which makes it very rewarding for 
the teaching staff. 
 
REMINDER:  For those that need Seamanship, it’s coming up fast. The 
course will start on 5 May at the Des Moines Public Works classroom. 
Contact me or Dave Sharp, N, if you are interested in taking this course. 
Also, remember that you can tell all your friends or sons and daughters 
who are not members of the USPS that they can take our Advance and 
Elective courses now without having to join. As Seamanship is the foun-
dation Advanced course, it would be good to get them enrolled before the 
class fills up.  
 
Here’s the course description: 
 
“Building on the basics taught in the USPS Boating courses, Seaman-
ship is the recommended first course for new members (and now for 
non-members), both powerboaters and sailors. The student learns 
practical marlinespike, navigation rules, hull design and perform-
ance, responsibilities of the skipper, boat care, operating a boat  

under normal and abnormal conditions, what to do in various emer-
gencies and weather conditions, nautical customs and common cour-
tesy on the water. This course provides an introduction to the USPS 
educational program and a strong foundation for the other Advanced 
Grades courses and the Elective Courses Cruise Planning and Basic 
Sail.”

Our newly elected officers to-
gether as a group for the first 
time.

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When my wife, Debra, and I moved to the Seattle area in the spring of 
2008, we searched for a house with a view of the sound. Debra and I are 
both avid water-lovers. We have lived in a floating home, are fairly ac-
complished scuba divers, and have been involved in recreational boating 
for years. At that time, however, we did not realize where our water-
passion would take us. 
 
That first summer, I began looking at boats, dreaming actually. I was try-
ing to look at “realistic” boats, but my focus kept getting diverted to the
