P/C Gray Cunningham, S and Steve Archer, S did a terrific job of 
running the auction and getting top dollar from the audience.  We raised over 
$1900 of well needed funds from 48 members attending.  Thanks to Steve and 
Gray and all of the members who participated (and contributed). 
 
By now many of you are in the midst of the boating season, either on your way 
or planning to go somewhere.  As we take a break for the summer months, I 
wanted to re-iterate my goals for the squadron this year and give you an update 
on the status of our progress.  
 
1. SAFETY: Train and certify at least three members to operate the squad-

ron’s automated external defibrillator (AED). Status: Mary Myers has 
taken over the task of arranging this training.  She plans to hold a class this 
fall. 

2. CO-OP CHARTING: A. The Squadron will attain Squadron Honor Roll 
Status. B. Four members will attain Honor Roll status in Co-op Charting. 
C. Two additional members will file at least one report. Status:  We are 
well on the way to attaining this goal.  P/C Jack and Sheila Green and Terry 
and Nancy Scott have submitted reports and are awaiting results from Na-
tional.  Bob and Arlene Swarm have made observations and are in the proc-
ess of submitting reports.  Gloria and I have also submitted reports and will 
continue to do observations during our summer cruises.  

3. VESSEL SAFETY CHECKS: A. Vessel Examiners will focus on outreach 
this year by holding 2 VSC Events targeting non-members. B. Conduct 120 
VSC in 2009. C. All VE will be registered on the "I want a VSC" Website. 
Status: Under the leadership of P/C Jackie Smith, AP, we have made sig-
nificant progress with over 70 examinations so far.  P/C Martha Hawley, 
JN, Dane Fantz, P/C Terry Scott, P, Lt Nancy Scott, P, Dave Sharp, JN, P/C 
Bob Miller, JN, Cdr Roger Hunt, JN and Craig Brown are registered in-
spectors on the VSC website. 

4. EDUCATION:  Teach a minimum of 6 advanced and/or elective courses 
plus a minimum of 2 USPS seminars. Status: The education group, under 
the direction of SEO Rick Edel has a full range of classes scheduled for the 
upcoming year. 

 

 
5. SOCIAL: Hold a minimum of six rendezvous. Status:  Don Parker, AP and 

the Rendezvous committee have continued to plan and implement some 
great rendezvous.  If you haven’t attended one lately you are missing a terri-
fic time. 

6. MEMBERSHIP: Maintain current membership in alignment with District 16 
goals. a) Develop a marketing effort to promote Poverty Bay Sail and Power 
Squadron. b) Coordinate marketing efforts with District 16 approach. Status:  
Terry Scott has been working hard on the marketing effort.  Working with 
others in the squadron, they have developed an educational flyer to advertise 
our classes.  A special thanks to Ferd Nist for helping us get it printed. Terry 
is also working on revising the webpage and if you haven’t been there re-
cently, please check it out and offer him your suggestions.  P/C’s Jack 
Green, JN and Bob Miller have been working on the installation of a Power 
Squadron sign in the Des Moines marina. 

 
I appreciate and 
need all of your help to accomplish these objectives.

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Storing Fish Safely 
 
Finfish:  
 
· Scale, gut and clean fish as soon as they are caught. Live fish can be 

kept on stringers or in live wells, as long as they have enough water 
and mobility to breathe. 

· Wrap both whole and cleaned fish in water-tight plastic and store on 
ice. Keep three to four inches of ice on the bottom of the cooler. Al-
ternate layers of fish and ice. 

· Store the cooler out of the sun and cover with a blanket. 
· Back at home, eat fresh fish in one to two days or freeze it. For the 

best quality, use frozen fish in three to six months. 
 
Shellfish:  
 
· For safety, crabs, lobsters and other shellfish must be kept alive until 

cooked. Store in live wells or out of water in a bushel or laundry bas-
ket under wet burlap. 

· Crabs and lobster are best eaten the day they're caught. Live oysters 
should be cooked in seven to 10 days; mussels and clams in four to 
five days. 

 
(CAUTION: Everyone should be aware of the potential dangers of eating 
raw shellfish. People with liver disorders or weakened immune systems 
should not do so. Pay attention to any health advisories from the Depart-
ment of Health concerning fish consumption.)

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As you were told at the last dinner meeting, the squadron finances have 
been a cause of concern for the last year or two. Although our numer-
ous fundraisers support the main events of the squadron – education, 
rendezvous, and other activities, we continue to end the year with a 
shortfall. After analyzing our income and expense statements covering 
the last four years, we believe we have narrowed the choices. A primary 
cause of our problem is the imbalance of revenue vs. cost for the dinner 
meetings. Currently, we charge the membership $18 per meal. The ca-
terer charges us $18 per meal plus tax. With nine meetings and an aver-
age of 50 meals per meeting, this equates to a loss of approximately 
$900 per year. 
 
Various options to resolve this issue have been the subject of much dis-
cussion by the E-board. We wanted to be cognizant of the needs of the 
squadron members but still maintain financial health of the organization 
over the long term. Also, one of the considerations is a strong view by 
many members that the dinner portion of the meeting should be self 
supporting. 
 
With this in mind, effective October 2009, the cost of the meals will be 
raised by $2 to $20 per meal. Your E-board did not make this decision 
lightly.  Given the current situation, this seemed like the most equitable 
solution. Prices for the meals have not been raised for at least the last 
three years. Our dues continue to be among the lowest in the district. 
With this change, we believe that we have corrected the fundamental 
equation that was the root cause of our financial situation. This change 
will allow us to continue with our basic mission of providing boating 
safety education and to enjoy fellowship on the water by ensuring that 
our meals are neutral to our finances.

mantic get-away or a mini-vacation for the whole family - or maybe even both - 
we’ve got the perfect time and place for you at very affordable prices.

A feature 
we’ve picked up from some CPS Conferences is a “package price” for all meals.
