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Here’s how you can use your GPS to determine the deviation of yo
ship’s steering compass and create a deviation table for use nakile
gating. This is a good GPS learning exercise especiallyhtiwe who

participated in our recent GPS Seminar!

Getting ready:

Step 1: Review your local charts and select an area of open neste
your home port with a few miles of maneuvering room. To detemi
compass deviation, you'll need to carefully steer courses in tdenah
directions (N-S-E-W) and inter-cardinal points (NE-SE-SW-NWake
sure you pre-qualify all selected courses on your chart(s) to daagker
areas! We’'ll use courses separated by 45° around the compass rose w
will provide a good ‘picture’ of what the deviation is for your ship’s
compass. Remember, deviation ‘belongs’ to the vessel; it igafhtféor
each vessel and each compass on a vessel.

Step 2: Determine the type of GPS you have, standard, differamtaal (
receivers required), or WAAS-enabled. If you using a standar8 GH
(your documentation or equipment tag doesn’t say WAAS-enabled), thg
in order to achieve the required accuracy, you shdolgble the dis-
tances given in the procedure below. Remember, a WAAS-enabled G
is the most accurate at < 3 meters then DGPS at 3-5 mibtensstan-
dard.

Also note and record the direction that the GPS bearing would have
be changed to match the compass reciprocal.

Follow this same procedure of creating waypoints and following one
mile courses of {090°, 270°}; {045°, 225°}; {135°, 315°} PSC. Record
the GPS bearings and course reciprocals on each leg in the notebook
determine and record the amount of deviation and the direction for ea
course. You may want to consider performing this entire procedur
twice to increase your confidence in the readings obtained. The devi
tions you record for each heading can then be used to creatly ada
curate Deviation Table foyour vessel’'s compass. See the example de-
viation table on page 20.
