I must admit that Gloria and I have purchased books in the past, took them 
home, and forgot about them.  We just figured it was a donation to the Squad-
ron.  However, at the Steak Fry, Steve Archer (filling in as pitchman for Barry 
and he told me to tell Barry he did a great job) challenged everyone to read the 
book and take advantage of the offers. It made sense and Gloria and I came 
home determined to actually find the darn book and use it at least once.  Lo and 
behold, we found one of our favorite restaurants in Federal Way on the list and 
immediately took advantage of it.  We are suddenly money ahead on our pur-
chase and looking forward to next year. I encourage you all to listen to Barry’s 
sales spiel.  As Barry related to us at the Monthly dinner meeting, this is a criti-
cal component of our squadron finances. 
 
On another note, the Blake Island rendezvous was a huge success. Terry Scott 
has an article elsewhere in the log with all of the details.   On Sunday, when it 
was time to leave, the weather was nasty.  The wind and waves were blowing 
into the marina from the north, making departure a risky business.  About half 
of the boats decided to stay another day and wait for better weather and half 
decided to leave.  The importance to me is not whether the Captains decided to 
go or stay but the processes that were used in making the decision.  Those that 
stayed decided the risks outweighed the benefits.  Those that left, for the most 
part, examined the options, formulated a plan, accepted help from their fellow 
boaters, and left without incident. It took collective action in some cases but 
they departed without risk to their vessels or others.  In contrast, the dock next 
to us was filled with folks who felt compelled to leave with no apparent plan or 
support system.  They risked their vessels and others.  In most cases they just 
pulled away and bounced from one near miss to another.  The good news is they 
provided entertainment for all of us without incurring damage or injury.  It re-
enforced our mission of boating safety and the value of our organization.  When 
all was said and done, the Park Ranger commented on the world of difference 
between the activities on our dock and the chaos on the other dock.  For that, all 
should be commended. 
 
Speaking of safety, the CPR/AED class was conducted on October 12 and Mary 
Myers did an outstanding job.  All felt much more confident in the use of the 
Automatic External Defibrillator.  I want to personally thank all of the partici-
pants who offered to practice the “live” shock on me during the course of the 
class. 
 
I look forward to bidding against all of you for those low calorie desserts at the 
Dessert Auction in November. 
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Another boating season has come and gone.  The last rendezvous of the season, 
on Blake Island, was a windswept affair, bringing storm-tossed seas and a few 
stranded kayakers.  When departure on Sunday looked to be too challenging, a 
few of us practiced our safe boating by staying over until Monday morning, 
when the wind was light and the water glassy-smooth.  Kudos to the non-hosts 
for doing a great job.  And the stranded kayakers inspired Terry Fantz and others 
to think about how we might improve visibility of kayaks in the water so boaters 
might spot them more easily. 
 
 The CPR/AED training went well, and now several of us know that the squadron 
–has- an AED and how it might be used in case of a cardiac emergency. 
 
 Even though the better boating weather is over for the year, there are still de-
lights to come for the Poverty Bay Pirates.  There’s the tasty dessert auction to 
look forward to, and the Christmas party.  And I want people to be thinking 
ahead to the big Seattle boat show in January so that we might have a good pres-
ence there.

Piloting began October 7- December 16, 2009 – We have 4 students so 
all are getting top notch attention and coaching. 
Advance Piloting is scheduled to come next February 23- May 4, 2010 
Instructor Development is tentative for March 2010 – How many of you 
want to instruct? It is rewarding and satisfying. If you’re interested let 
me know and we’ll get you signed up. Even if you don’t want to teach, 
this is a very valuable class to take.

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I would like to express my thanks and appreciation to the members of the 
Poverty Bay Power Squadron, and especially to the owners of Laff’n 
Gecko for their assistance at Blake Island on the Saturday afternoon of 
the Squadron Rendezvous! 
  
Laff’n Gecko invited us to raft our 34 foot sailboat "Carmanah", so we 
could go ashore for a walk around the island. With the wind blowing into 
the marina over the breakwater from the North and West, my attempt to 
circle around and raft on Laffn Gecko did not work. Instead Carmanah's 
bow was blown straight across the wind to Laffn Gecko. The owners of 
Laffn Gecko caught us, and we rafted up just where the wind put us. Af-
ter our island walk, our departure looked tricky, so we considered if the 
wind might decrease shortly around sunset, or if we should camp over-
night and await a morning lull in the wind. The forecast indicated con-
tinuing strong wind through the next day, so I asked the owners of Bi-
anca if we could send a bow line over, and hang off her bow while we 
turned Carmanah head to wind. With the concurrence of Bianca's owners 
and the help of at least 8 Squadron members, we transferred a 100 foot 
bow line to Bianca's bow where 4 strong Squadron members 
pulled ,while about 4 others carefully held Carmanah's stern line and kept 
her stern away from Laffn Gecko as she was pulled into the wind. The 
Squadron's teamwork was coordinated and smooth making the maneuver 
successful, and without any further anxiety. After retrieving the stern 
line, and bow line, Carmanah had good steerage to safely depart the ma-
rina. 
  
I don't think we could have arranged the help we needed to make that 
turn-around maneuver without the threat of damage, if the Squadron had 
not been at Blake Island. Thank you guys! 
  
Our trip home was problem free, but bumpy. Carmanah managed about 5 
knots overall, with some times in the center of the Sound when we got  
 

 
 

 
 

back to 6 knots, but some sets of waves knocked us down to 2 knots. Off 
the West Point Buoy the wind was stronger, and the waves were taller 
and closely spaced over the shoaling water, so the bow went under and 
came up with rivers of water going down each side deck. However, we 
saw a beautiful sunset, cruise ships departing for Alaska, a moon rise, 
and a night time running lights arrival at Shilshole. 
 
This was a real adventure for the crew of Carmanah, with a safe return, 
made possible by the graciousness and teamwork of the Poverty Bay 
Power Squadron.  I hope someday to meet you again and express my ap-
preciation in person.

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A wonderful group of Poverty Bay members gathered last week to re-
view and practice skills for CPR/AED use, "shot" themselves with prac-
tice Epi-Pens, and learned how to help a person who is choking. 
  
Remember that death is a process, not a single quick event. Sometimes
(not always), this process can be interrupted and the process reversed. 
Quick action by another person can make the difference.  When a car-
diac arrest occurs, if a bystander begins CPR immediately, the survival 
rate increases significantly. 
 
Over the years, CPR techniques have changed several times, so many of 
us have learned several techniques and it's confusing. Currently, the 
American Red Cross and the American Heart Association are teaching 2 
breaths to 30 chest compressions. So, just remember 2/30, 2/30. Also 
phone your local emergency number, usually 911.  
If you are in a situation where it's not realistic to give "breaths", current 
studies and data indicate that giving only chest compressions is also im-
portant and helpful, as our blood always contains oxygen, but if the 
heart stops, this oxygenated blood isn't circulating, so the chest com-
pressions do the circulating. The chest compressions need to be deep(1-
1and half inches on adult), and steady and fast--100 a minute. Call 911. 
  
If an AED is available, using it is the next step. Open AED, clear cloth-
ing from victim's chest, place pads onto chest as indicated in pictures on 
AED, turn on AED, and listen to voice directions. The voice directions 
will tell you if shocking is indicated. NOT ALL CARDIAC PROB-
LEMS WILL BENEFIT FROM SHOCKING. The AED voice will tell 
user to clear everyone away so that no one is touching the victim, if 
shock is indicated. Push shock button, follow directions of voice 
prompt. Shock can be repeated, if the voice says to repeat. 
  
If cardiac rhythm doesn't  result, resume CPR and continue until emer-
gency staff arrive. This is why it is SO important for all of us to be com-
fortable with CPR, as AED use isn't always the answer. 
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Answer:  c. remain at essentially the same position in the sky

Our PB group had lively discussion and we all learned skills to-
gether, that will be helpful for our families and friends, and perhaps 
strangers, too. 
 
We also decided that on every rendezvous, it will be announced where 
the AED is located, so that if needed, no time would be lost in searching 
it's location. Also, that our AED will be brought inside to every dinner 
meeting, and it's location noted. 
 
"Thanks to Aimee Denver, Health Services Director for Highline School 
District, for allowing me to borrow manikins/AED and materials for this 
class." 
 
I encourage every member to take the American Red Cross or American 
Heart Asso complete "First Aid/CPR/AED" class, which takes about 7 
hours. Our meeting was just a quick review/practice session, not 
the complete valuable class. 
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13 boats made it to Blake Island before the small craft warnings were 
posted. However the wind held off the rain and made it a very enjoyable 
dry weekend. After waiting for someone (anyone) to take over the host-
ing of the Blake rendezvous, Terry and I opted to host the weekend with 
the help of other squadron members (we secretly hoped no one would 
offer up because we really enjoy hosting Blake). The Fantz’, Ellis’ and 
McWaters’ all agreed to assist us and we had quite a planning party 
aboard the Moss Back, however,  Gordie & Cheryl were called away on 
family matters and were not able to attend the rendezvous. 
 
Conspicuously missing were Joanna & Josh Webster, but I know she 
must be up to her eyes in District matters. Lt/C Don Parker, P did a great 
job in organizing the horseshoe tournament and try as I might, we did 
not win AGAIN. Last year’s winners were represented by new member 
George Holmgren along with his Brother-in-Law Dwayne Quande, but 
Terry and I eliminated  them in the first round – I think they were dis-
tracted by my exposed belly flesh as I hurled my shoes in the general 
direction of the pit (a sly but effective tactic).

Then came the time to assess how 
truly windy it was and how important it was to try and make it home or 
perhaps wait for calmer seas.  Seven boats stayed and extended our 
weekend with another impromptu meal and a fun dice game of 10,000 
and if my memory serves me right- I did win that one. 
 
Mock Angel Food – French bread cut into 1” squares, sweetened con-
densed milk, and coconut 
 
Dip the bread into the milk and then press into the coconut – roast on a 
stick over the fire until coconut browns and milk is absorbed into the 
bread. (if you can wait that long) 
 
Dumpcake – 1 20-oz can fruit (I used peaches) cherries work good too, 
1 16-oz can pineapple, 1 yellow cake mix, 4 T butter. 
 
Dump the fruit into a dutch oven, dump in the dry cake mix, cut in the 
butter on top. You can stir or not – cook in the fire or a box oven for 50 
minutes.  If you are cooking in the fire you need to place 14 briquets on 
top of the dutch oven and 14 around the base for even cooking. Maybe 
we’ll try the box oven another time!! 
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It can be both friend and foe. Calm winds and seas make for enjoyable 
power boating, waterskiing, and fishing. A fresh breeze and a light 
chop provide an invigorating sailing or wind surfing experience. But 
the sudden emergence of dark clouds, shifting and gusty winds, torren-
tial downpours and lightning can turn a day’s pleasure into a nightmare 
of distress. Here are some tips on how to keep your pleasure and safety 
to a maximum. 
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Several days ahead of time start listening for the National Weather Ser-
vice extended 5-day outlooks on NOAA Weather Radio, AM/FM ra-
dio, and TV. The outlooks give general information to help you decide 
whether or not to continue making plans.

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Pay close attention to the TV weathercast and listen to detailed marine 
weather forecasts on NOAA Weather Radio. Take note of small boat 
cautionary statements, Small Craft Advisories, or Gale or Storm Warn-
ings in the forecasts. The Advisories and Warnings (see definitions) 
alert mariners to higher winds and waves either occurring now or fore-
cast to occur up to 24 hours from now. Advisories and Warnings for 
conditions expected later give mariners time to take action to protect 
life and property.

Don’t touch that dial! Stay tuned to NOAA Weather Radio. You know 
the weather--it changes! The change often occurs out of your sight and 
may be headed your way. Updated warnings and forecasts are aired im-
mediately on NOAA Weather Radio, alerting you to changes that may 
require action on your part. But you can help yourself . . . It’s up to 
YOU! 
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· Check NOAA Weather Radio for latest warnings and forecasts. 
· Watch for signs of approaching storms:  dark, threatening clouds 

that may foretell a squall or thunderstorm a steady increase in wind 
or sea, lightning flashes. 

· An increase in wind opposite in direction to a strong tidal current 
may lead to steep waves capable of broaching a boat. 

· Heavy static on your AM radio may be an indication of nearby 
thunderstorm activity. 

· If a thunderstorm is approaching, head for shore if possible. Get out 
of your boat and away from the water. Find shelter immediately. 

· If a thunderstorm catches you while afloat, remember that gusty 
winds and lightning pose a threat to safety. 

· Put on your personal flotation device and prepare for rough seas. 
· Stay below deck if possible. 
· Keep away from metal objects that are not grounded to the boat's 

protection system. 
· Don't touch more than one grounded object at the same time (or 

you may become a shortcut for electrical surges passing through the 
protection system). 
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If you have a VHF transceiver with built-in NOAA Weather Radio 
channels, use them. If your VHF radio is not equipped with weather 
channels, you may want to buy a VHF weather radio--they’re readily 
available. Keep in mind, however, broadcast reception varies with the 
location of you and the transmitter, the quality of the radio, and any 
obstructions. A broad, average range is 20 to 40 miles. If you venture 
beyond that range, you should consider buying a good quality HF sin-
gle sideband transceiver to add to your VHF. It may be more expen-
sive, but it is worth it to be able to get the information that may save 
your life and property.  
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
