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Gloria and I hope all of you have had terrific summer on the water.  We 
did not make any long trips but had a great time at the rendezvous and 
numerous small trips throughout the hot weather. 
 
 Of course there are always adventures when you’re a boater. For us, 
there was a dark cloud on the horizon.  In late July, we were cruising 
around at about 2000 rpm when the engines slowed to 1600 rpm.  I im-
mediately thought I had hit the throttles in some way and tried to adjust.  
The engines would not maintain any speed above 1600 rpm.  Being a 
graduate of the Duane Quande School of Engine Maintenance, I imme-
diately determined that this was not a situation for Brake Cleaner and 
determined it must be a fuel problem.  I shut the engines down and 
went below to check the filters.  The RACOR bowls were clean with no 
water or sediment.  I pulled out the filter and examined it and it looked 
clean. Having exhausted that option, we limped into the marina and 
docked.  The next day along with a mechanic we re-examined the RA-
COR with the same results and concluded it could be the secondary fil-
ter.  We replaced that and still the problem remained.  The next step 
appeared to be expensive as we contemplated fuel pump and injector 
examinations. 
 
However, the following day was the Rendezvous in Silverton and Glo-
ria and I drove up by car.  The inevitable question was “where is the 
boat?”.  As I explained my dilemma to the Poverty Bay folks, there was 
an immediate frenzy of problem-solving and energized discussion.  In 
particular, Barry McDonnell, Steve Archer, Dave Sharp, and DeVere 
Lindh spent a great deal of time on the dock trying to be helpful.  And 
they were. Their final conclusion was to replace the RACOR filter de-
spite its pristine appearance.  Gloria and I left the rendezvous and re-
turned to Tacoma where the next day, I replaced the filter and the en-
gines returned to normal operation�

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Finfish:  
 
· Scale, gut and clean fish as soon as they are caught. 
· Live fish can be kept on stringers or in live wells, as long as they 

have enough water and mobility to breathe. 
· Wrap both whole and cleaned fish in water-tight plastic and store on 

ice. 
· Keep three to four inches of ice on the bottom of the cooler. Alter-

nate layers of fish and ice. 
· Store the cooler out of the sun and cover with a blanket. 
· Back at home, eat fresh fish in one to two days or freeze it. For the 

best quality, use frozen fish in three to six months. 
 
Shellfish:  
 
· For safety, crabs, lobsters and other shellfish must be kept alive until 

cooked. Store in live wells or out of water in a bushel or laundry 
basket under wet burlap. 

· Crabs and lobster are best eaten the day they're caught. Live oysters 
should be cooked in seven to 10 days; mussels and clams in four to 
five days. 

 
(CAUTION: Everyone should be aware of the potential dangers of eat-
ing raw shellfish. People with liver disorders or weakened immune sys-
tems should not do so. Pay attention to any health advisories from the 
Department of Health concerning fish consumption.)
